ership as Crema, this intimate
gathering place has long been
a favorite local stop. In the gift
department, Good Harbor
offers bulk teas, cocoa and
whole bean coffee, and gift
certificates. Hours: 6 a.m. - 6
p.m. on Monday - Saturday,
closed on Sundays.  

ä EEsspprreessssoo  BBaayy: Not only

can you pick up fresh pastries,
but you can order virtually
any drink imaginable. From
smoothies to lattes, from cap-
puccino to bubble tea (you’ll
want to ask about this), there’s
something for most tastes.
Check out Expresso Bay’s
dozens of gift basket ideas,
either pre-made or made-to-
order. Gift baskets can include
CDs, T-shirts, mugs, coffee,
tea, truffles or chai. Hours: 6
a.m. -10 p.m., 7 days a week.

ä LLaattttee  DDaahh: Next to Ace
Hardware in downtown
Traverse City, this new café
serves pastries, sandwiches
and drinks both hot and cold.
The work of numerous local
artists are on display.

Not only are the paintings,
purses, scarves, flower pots
and other craft items indige-
nous to the region, so is the
cuisine. Latte Dah serves cof-
fee roasted by Leelanau
