But Crownline wasn’t the
only company to present an
award to GBM. Two other
similar honors based on vol-
ume sales came from Regal
Sport Boats and Yachts, and
Alumacraft Fishing Boats. 

With Regal, GBM made it
into the President’s Club as
ninth largest of their deal-
ers in the world. Since it
was also GBM’s first year of
offering their boats, they
received the Rookie of the
Year award. The same took
place with Alumacraft, who

presented GBM with their
Rookie of the Year honor.

“It was all very gratifying
and just a little overwhelm-
ing,” said Carney.
“Alumacraft and Regal were
new for this area, but we’ve
chosen to feature indepen-
dent dealers and made a
commitment to that. We’re
very concerned about quali-
ty, so we specialize in com-
panies where presidents
and designers are on the
floor.
