CONNEAUT — Conneaut football coach
Rocco Dobran had a philosophy he wanted
the Spartans to live by when he took over the
program. He has held his troops to that stan-
dard ever since. Following a 6-4 break-
through season in 2013, he wants his team to
continue to live by that standard.

“First, we just have to continue doing what
we are doing,” he said. “We are following
the same philosophy as when I first came
here — Faith, Family, Education, then
Football.

“When it comes to football, we have to
maintain a great and enthusiastic attitude and
give great effort at all times. Now, as a team,
we have to be able to handle success,
remember all the work it took to get where
we are and to never be satisfied.”

In order to build on the momentum of
2013, starting strong is important.

“(A good start is) extremely important, just
for the confidence factor alone,” Dobran
said. “A lot of time and effort goes into the
offseason, and it’s a great thing when the
players can see positive results of their hard
work.”

Winning at home will have it’s bonuses,
but whether or not the Spartans are at Sparc
or on the road, they just want that W. 

“It is always fun to win at home because of
the crowd support and the community sup-
port,” Dobran said. “So many amazing peo-
ple and businesses are very generous to the
football program and are a big reason for the
success of the program. It is always nice to
win at home for these supportive communi-
ty members. As far as the team goes, home
or away doesn’t matter, we want to win!”

Dobran lost 10 seniors from last season’s
team, but should be in good shape in 2014.
He has guys who are willing to step in and
take over.

“As always, the seniors will be missed, but
this year’s returning seniors showed great
leadership as soon as summer workouts
started,” Dobran said. “Our three captains,
Brian Duris, Troy Colucci and J.J. Lower
were a clear choice by the team and all three
will be four-year letterwinners. As leaders,
they have all done a fantastic job so far.

“Brian is and has always been a great vocal
leader. J.J. has a more quiet personality, but
is a great leader by example, and Troy, being

our quarterback, has done a great job leading
in all areas on the field. He is vocal, works
extremely hard and gets other players to stay
after practice and work extra with him.”

The success of a year ago had benefits that
are still helping the Spartans. A team that
was hurt by injuries in recent seasons and
lacking depth usually hit a brick wall
because of low numbers. Despite losing just
less than a third of his program to gradua-
tion, Dobran’s team is growing in terms of
numbers.

“It is great having the numbers that we
have right now,” Dobran said. “It is great for
the future of the program and for depth this
year. We actually have upperclassman back-
ups in almost every skilled position.

“We do have a good number of first-time
juniors and seniors, but they are learning
quickly and fitting well into the system. This
also helps the quality of practice. Everyday
our defensive backs and wide receivers are
going one on one against each other, which
will make them all better.

“Our freshman and young guys are practic-
ing against each other and showing great
improvement instead of getting demolished
by the upperclassman like they have in the
past years because of lack of numbers.”

ASHTABULA TOWNSHIP — Usually, a
new coach will begin the settling process
entering his second season in a program. He
will let his kids find a comfort zone in order
to let the game slow down for them.
Edgewood coach Josh Franke isn’t going to
slow anything down. Instead, he will speed
things up.

“I believe things have changed a lot from a
philosophy standpoint, but also as a program
(from last year),” Franke said. “The kids
have spent a whole year in the system now.
Going from the former run-heavy team they
were to a more balanced attack was an
adjustment last year, to say the least, and that
was our focus during preseason of last year.

“Now that the kids have a year under their
belt with the formations and terminology,
we’re far ahead of where we were this time
last season. We’ve added a new wrinkle this
year and we’re going to the hurry-up, no-
huddle offense to try and increase the num-
ber of possessions we have this year. 

“Our offense last year was our strong suit
and, as coaches, we felt the more plays we
run offensively, the better off we’ll be.”

That isn’t the only new look the Warriors
will have in 2014, however.

“The biggest change will be seen in the
new look we are rolling out this year,”
Franke said. “We wanted something new and
fresh to start this new era of Edgewood
Warrior football. A lot of the kids voiced
their opinions on what they would like to
look like and (athletic director) Mr. Steve
Kray and I put together what we thought
would represent us the best.

“The result was a flat, dark gray helmet
with a chrome red-and-white headdress and
a red face mask with new dark gray and
white jerseys. It’s something that all the stu-
dents at the school are excited about and it
shows, after losing 16 seniors last year our
roster is larger this year by about 15 kids.”

Along with the looks, there are some other
things Franke and his staff have adjusted
within the program.

“As far as changes in the program, there’s
been a lot,” he said. “We’ve had a large
focus on community service in the offsea-
son. We visited a children’s hospital at
Christmas, took kids to tutor our elementary
kids once a week during the spring and just
really tried to create the idea that our kids
should be leaders in our community and that
football is a year-round commitment.

“We revamped our strength and condition-
ing program and we were averaging about
40 kids a day throughout the offseason. We
also did a lot of fundraising to update the
equipment we have.”

One issue Franke wants to see a dramatic
change in is the win-loss record at Corlew
Stadium. The Warriors were 4-6 a year ago
and just one of those victories were at home.

“You don’t see that very often, do you? We
have to win games at home, that’s supposed
to give you a major advantage,” Franke said.
“The hardest thing for me, as a player or
coach, has been to go into a stadium with an
amazing student section. It causes such a dis-
traction. Our band does a great job of getting
into the games and doing chants, but I would
really like us to have a student section right

next to our band joining in, faces painted,
and getting into the game.

“All of our students our supportive, they’re
at the games but they don’t all sit together.
I’d like to challenge our students to start a
student section and make Corlew one of the
toughest places to play in the county. We
have some really passionate students, I’ve
seen them during basketball season. I’d just
like them to possibly get started a little bit
earlier for football season.”

Alex Wisnyai returns for his second season
under center for the Warriors. 

“You can’t put a value on how important
Alex Wisnyai coming back is to this team,”
Franke said. “Last year, when naming him
the starter, I knew he would have growing
pains, but I also knew that losing 16 seniors

won’t hurt as bad if your starting quarterback
is coming back.

“This offseason, he has put in a ton of
work, this is what he wants to do after high
school and you can tell. He was in the weight
room every day and it’s showed. Not only
has he put on 25 pounds from last year, but
he’s also the fastest kid on the team now.
Once a week he and I sat down, went over
coverages, audibles, watched film and chalk
talked and to watch him grow and mature as
a quarterback has been a pleasure. This kid
wants to win and you can tell by his work
ethic.”

After Wisnyai, the list of returning bodies
on the offense is limited. Lost to graduation
were Riis Smith, Anthonie Magda, Connor

GENEVA — In examining the prospects
for the 2014 Geneva Eagles, one subject
keeps coming up — inexperience.

True, the Eagles (4-6, 2-5 in the Premier
Athletic Conference in 2013) return two-
time regular-season area rushing leader
Aaron Rossi, a 2013 candidate for the Tony
Fisher award, who is now a senior. Another
of their four returning lettermen is senior
Austin Clutter, one of the best wideouts in
the area. To a man, however, all of Rossi’s
blockers are new.

Junior Dylan Rhodes will be the center. As
things stood as the season approached, he
would be flanked by sophomores Daniel
Verdi and Juan Rodriguez at guard.
Sophomore Abram Alamo was battling
freshman Travon Miller at one tackle spot,
with sophomore John Gildersleve at the
other.

Hassett relates that Miller has “some of the
best feet I’ve seen in a long long (period of)
years.”

“We’re extremely young,” he said. “I can
honestly say this is the youngest team I’ve
ever seen up front. I’ve seen a couple fresh-
men in 30-some years who have been able to
start, but it’s extraordinary to have some-
body on the offensive line in a physical sport
like this be able to do that. You can do it in
basketball and wrestling because in
wrestling you’re going to be going against
somebody your own size. But so far,
Travon’s been extremely coachable and
works hard in practice, and he’s done an out-
standing job.”

Senior Zac Sweat, another returning letter-
man, will see time at fullback along with
sophomore Josh Way and senior Nick
Coach. Along with Clutter (tied for first in
the area with 32 receptions, second in the
area with 572 receiving yards, first in the
area with 37.7 yards per kickoff return, 56
points in 2013), juniors Brent Bell and Mike
Clark and senior Ryan Mackynen are in the
mix at wide receiver. Juniors Seth Calhoun
and Matt Otto are the tight ends.

With quarterback Brandon Pakkala (927
passing yards and 10 passing touchdowns;
386 rushing yards in 2013) having graduat-
ed, that job was up for grabs between soph-
omore Chase Livingston and senior Alex
Fistek.

“How fast we can get (the offensive line) to
gel and play together, and keep working hard

to get off the line to get better, will tell how
well Rossi will do in the backfield,” Hassett
said. “Every one — they have been excep-
tional in practice — their work ethic, so I’m
very happy with them

“(Rossi) has a lot of respect throughout our
conference, which says a lot for him.”

Rossi racked up 1,501 rushing yards while
registering 6.0 yards per carry in 2013, while
scoring 108 points (3rd in the area). Only
Madison’s Brandon Davis, who had the ben-
efit of three playoff games, finished ahead of
him in the area, and only by 60 yards. His
efforts helped the Eagles average 256 yards
on the ground, tops in the area.

As Hassett points out, Geneva scored
almost 26 points per game last year. That
was more than they gave up (232), but not by
very much.

“We were just small (on defense),” he said.
“If you look at our games, we had the lead
on Chardon for the first time (before losing
44-27); we could have won that game. Perry
— we ran twice as many plays as they did.
Our own mistakes cost us in that game
(which was decided by a 34-27 score). South

— we had ‘em tied late in the fourth quarter
and we just ran out of gas (en route to a 34-
14 defeat). In this football-dominated con-
ference, it is tough to play a kid both ways
when we have a lot of schools that (are)
going one. And that makes a huge differ-
ence.”

Clutter, who didn’t play much on defense
last year because of an in jury, returns at cor-
nerback, while Sweat does the same at inside
linebacker. Bell brings back some experi-
ence at corner also. But other than that...

Mackynen, Clark and sophomore Tegan
Shaughnessy will vie for time at cornerback
and/or safety. Rodriguiez and Way were bat-
tling for the other inside backer position.
Sophomore Kody Brown, Fistek, Verdi and
sophomore Collin Deering were in the mix
at outside linebacker.

Calhoun and Otto were leading candidates
for defensive end as the season neared.
Coach and freshman Chucky Jackson were
the leaders to get the nod at the tackle spots.

The other returning letterwinner, junior
Paul Hitchcock (26 kicking points, 2nd in
the area in 2013), will do the placekicking

and Way will replace Pakkala as the punter.
“I thought for our first scrimmage against

Richmond Heights, Jefferson and Grand
Valley, we moved the ball very well,”
Hassett said. “I think Jefferson scored one on
us. Other than that, we scored every time we
got the ball, so that was very positive for us.
But a lot of inexperienced mistakes. We’re
going to have to live with that for a little bit.
We don’t want to, but we have to. We only
have, I think, about seven seniors on the
entire squad right now. In the upper two
classes, I think there’s only 12 kids. That’s a
lot of sophomores and freshmen on a squad
of about 55.

“The coaches have been very pleased with
the effort and their dedication. You can’t
teach game experience though. You can do it
on scrimmages, but still, it’s going to be
interesting the first time we put ‘em under-
neath the lights. That’s a huge effect for a
young kid.”

When asked about the race for the final
PAC crown, Hassett first mentioned the
usual suspects.

TYREE MEEKS of Lakeside is all fired up for the 2014 football season to begin.
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ORWELL — Grand Valley coach
John Glavickas will tell you there
is certainly no magic formula for a
football team getting out of the
gates quickly, as he can attest to
after his Mustangs stumbled to an
0-5 opening in 2013. And though
he guided those very same
Mustangs through a run to the fin-
ish any thoroughbred would be
proud of with five-straight wins, he
will also tell you there no’s pre-
scription to cure those ills that
befell his team early on.

With that in mind, Glavickas’
approach to 2014 is simple. The
past is the past. The Mustangs will
focus on the immediate future.

“The thought in our locker room
is that was then this is now,” he
said. “That happened last year and
we need to concentrate on this year
one game at a time. We hope to get
off to a better than 0-5 start.
Conneaut (GV’s Week 1 opponent)
is what we are preparing for.

“It is very important to avoid that
kind of start. Although we are very
proud of our boys winning five
games in a row to save us from
having a losing season, we do not
want to be back in that situation.”

Of those five losses a year ago,
three came at home. That is some-
thing Glavickas and the Mustangs
want to remedy.

“It is very important to win at
home,” Glavickas said. “We want
to win every game whether home
or not, but we talk to the kids about
the importance of winning at
home.”

When Glavickas took the reins of
the Mustang program, he made it
clear that the tradition of a great
program lives on not only in mem-
ories, but in the players left behind
in a program at the end of each
year. As has been the case for the
last several seasons, there are holes
to patch in the lineup, leaders to be
replaced.

Quarterback Jake Vormelker
graduated. Leading receivers Gabe
Kovats and Jason Hart moved on.

Glenn Zaller, who set the tone on
the offensive line and on defense,
is no longer a Mustang.

“In our locker room, tradition
never graduates,” Glavickas said.
“Before our first scrimmage I
talked to the players about who
was going to fill the shoes of last
year’s players. The negative thing
about coaching high school foot-
ball is that it feels as though every
year you have to fill shoes. The
great part of coaching high school
football is that you watch these
kids step up and fill.”

Vormelker rushed for 1,185 of the
Mustangs’ 1,809 yards (65.5 per-
cent) and threw for 98.7 percent
(1,273 of the 1,290 GV passing
yards) of the aerial output. He
scored nearly half of the GV points
and passed for 12 touchdowns. The
void he leaves in the offense is
sizeable.

“Replacing Jake Vormelker is a
big shoe to fill,” Glavickas said. “I
feel pretty confident that both of
our two candidates are up for the
challenge. They both want to be

that guy.”
Through summer camp, a pair of

candidates emerged as replace-
ments for Vormelker.

“Right now, we have two quarter-
backs fighting for the starting posi-
tion,” Glavickas said. “Senior Zach
Oscar played tight end and defen-
sive end for us the last two years.
The other player is junior Matt
Larned. He was a receiver and
safety for us last year.”

Both Oscar and Larned have their
strengths.

“Zach is a two-year letterwin-
ner,” Glavickas said. “He under-
stands the grind of the season.
Zach does a great job running our
option. He pretty much has a great
understanding of our offense. He is
big and tough to bring down. Zach
always has put the team first.

“Matt was a first year letterwin-
ner last year. Matt, I think, has
more of the skill set as Jake did. He
has an incredible ability to compre-
hend what I want from him. Where
he reminds me of Jake is in his
ability to improvise on the run. He

also has a strong desire to compete
and win.”

With that established, Glavickas
will be able to keep the offense in
place that has been so successful in
recent seasons.

“Offensively, we are going to run
what we have for the past few
years,” he said. “Both of them have
the ability to run our offense. We
may change some things for the
one who isn’t our quarterback.
Both of them are just as good at
their other positions.”

There’s a battle in camp to
replace the second and third lead-
ing rushers, Luke Baldwin and
Jason Hart, respectively, from
2013.

“Our running backs start with
junior Cody Freeman,” Glavickas
said. “He is a returning letter win-
ner. Our next running back is Jake
Kocab. He is a sophomore who let-
tered last year as a freshman. They
have been battling it in our camp.
They both bring in different skill
sets.”

Like Oscar and Larned, the backs

are suited for the offense.
“These two running backs fit

right into our system. I feel we
should be able to run a little more
power and two back sets out of our
pistol,” Glavickas said.

All four of the young men in the
backfield will be counted upon to
move the ball on the ground.

“I feel establishing the run any
year is important,” Glavickas said.
“Whether it is through our backs or
quarterbacks, we have to be able to
run the ball.”

Nick Sundman, Austyn Spoon,
Colt Yox and Matthew Moodt will
be the receivers. Jake Reichek,
Cody Rhoads and Bobby Krystosik
are waiting in the wings and will
get opportunities to make plays.

“They can help our quarterback
tremendously,” Glavickas said.
“We have some guys with the abil-
ity to make big plays. We need
them to be threats vertically for our
system. This would help our quar-
terback big time.”

JEFFERSON — If there’s a team in the
area that understands how big a difference a
single point can make, it’s Jefferson. The
Falcons finished the 2013 campaign with
three victories. They were four points away
from a winning season.

“We were 3-7 last year,” coach Jimmy
Henson said. “We lost two games by a point
and another one by two points. We were a
couple of points away from being 6-4.” 

In recent seasons, Henson had gotten used
to replacing just about everyone in his start-
ing lineup. Entering this season, he’s finally
on the other side of that coin.

“We had 19 new starters last year,” Henson
said. “We talked all last year about the thing
we were missing being experience. A lot of
the guys who will play this year have expe-
rience. Hopefully, that will carry over.”

Finishing four points away from a winning
season isn’t exactly the way Henson would
have liked for his guys to learn, but at least
they did learn from it.

“Shoot, every coach would rather win,”
Henson said. “It was a learning experience.
We had some opportunities to do some
growing last year in the offseason and we
took advantage.

“As soon as the season ended, they started
back in the weight room. They understood
they needed to get bigger, stronger, faster
and more physical to compete in the league
we play in. When you play those guys,
you’ve got to be ready to go.”

One of those returning players is starting
quarterback Lucas Hitchcock, which is a
luxury Henson hasn’t had in quite a while.

“It’s the first time we’ve returned the quar-
terback in seven years,” Henson said.

Which plays into Hitchcock’s strengths
even more.

“Honestly, I feel very fortunate,” Henson
said. “Luke has earned the leadership role.

“With Lucas, we felt he did a good job last
year. He improved as we went on through
the season and the offseason. The big thing,
right now, is Lucas is the leader of the foot-
ball team. He’s done things to bring them
together. He leads them. He’s gone above
and beyond with that.” 

Hitchcock completed 50 percent of his
passes for 910 yards and nine scores a year
ago. He also rushed for 124 yards.

His understudy will be Zach Collins.
“Right now, I feel we have two guys who

are starting quarterbacks on the varsity,”
Henson said.

Collins has his own set of strengths.
“Zach is a coach’s kid,” Henson said. “He

understands the game. He throws a great
ball. I don’t question his ability to lead the
team when it’s his turn. He’s one snap away
from being in the game.”

With that last sentiment in mind, Henson
has been trying to make sure both of his sig-

nal callers get time under center during
workouts.

“The hardest thing at practice is getting the
two of them enough reps,” Henson said.
“We’re doing everything we can to get them
enough reps.

“If something does happen, (Zach) has got
to be ready to go.”

Jeremiah Knight, who rushed for 735 yards
and caught 13 passes for 144 yards in seven

games and returns as the starting tailback.
“Again, (Knight) is a guy who went from

playing eighth-grade football to the varsity
last year,” Henson said. “He started seven
games and that will make a difference. He
should be even better this year.”

That doesn’t mean Knight will be the only
Falcon toting the pigskin. Henson has been

SAYBROOK TOWNSHIP — After taking
a program that had gone 2-28 in the prior 3
years and posting a 3-7, 1-6 record in his
first season, Lakeside coach Frank Hall
hopes to keep the Dragons moving forward.

He will do it without the benefit of experi-
ence in some places in the lineup, including
the backfield.

“We’re probably going to start an all-soph-
omore backfield,” Hall said.

Josh Gibson steps into the void formed by
the graduation of quarterback Tyler Loftus.
Letterman Trevian Archer stands to be the
starter at tailback, with Robert Walker at H-
back. Ryan Faulkerson and Cyle McAfee are
in the mix at tailback as well. All except
Faulkerson, who is a junior, are sophomores.

“Coming from Chardon (where I was an
assistant coach) and being a wing-T guy, we
want to establish the run; there’s no doubt
about that,” Hall said. “And our passing
game works off our running game. So we
definitely want to be able to establish the
running game.”

The Dragons do return three letterwinners
at wideout: senior Demetrius Green, sopho-
more Johnny Evans (16 catches in 2013) and
sophomore Tyler Nagle. They are backed by
junior Michael Fusco and sophomores Matt
Lunghofer and Donnie Gaylord.

On the offensive line, Lakeside is young,
but does return some experience. Junior let-
terman Matt Rocco is back, as are sopho-
more lettermen Ethan Bish (right tackle) and
Patton Sidbeck (center).

Junior Jarred Layman, senior letterman
Bryce Tome and sophomore Nick Lemay are
backups on the line.

The tight ends are senior letterman Tyler
Brock and junior Orlando Canales. Brock
was a second-team all-county choice last
year as an offensive lineman.

Loftus, who beat out Edgewood’s Alex
Wisnyai by 5 passing yards to lead the area
with 1,422, added 16 TD passes, tying for
second in the area, and 374 rushing yards
last season. Loftus, a first-team all-county
selection, came a long way under Hall and
his staff, and will be missed. So will Kyle
Downs (304 rushing yards, 38 points), tight
end Nick Meola (28 catches for 503 yards,
30 points in 2013), Marcell Ballenger (15

catches for 175 yards in 2013) and offensive
lineman Garrett Vaught (first-team all-coun-
ty in 2013).

“We started 2 freshmen last year on the
offensive line,” Hall said. “We were young
last year. We’re still really young, but those
guys have developed a lot faster than I
thought they would. The first scrimmage,
they came out and we were able to establish
the run, and I was very happy with their
play.”

Hall expects the line to be the strength of
the defense. There, juniors Matt Dickson and
Jared Patton (letterman) start at the ends, and
junior Reggie Bryant, senior Bryan Woissol
and junior Cody Smith rotate at tackle with
Tome.

Patton, who was named to the county’s sec-
ond team, had 10 sacks and 16 tackles for
loss in 2013.

The inside linebackers are junior letterwin-
ner Tyree Meeks and senior letterman Josh
Volk, with Rocco and junior Tim Moore
backing them up. Vinny Smith and
Damondre Haywood, both senior lettermen,

play the outside, with Canales spelling them.
Seniors Mo Lebron and Josh Oblock are the
safeties, with Evans, Nagle and Green rotat-
ing at corner.

“We had a really good defense last year,”
Hall said. “Offensively we just put them in
bad situations a lot of times. That’s some-
thing that we’re going to work on — being a
better partner with our defense and offense.”

However, the Dragons have some shoring
up to do on that side of the ball too, after los-
ing some key players.

“We’re young (on defense) also,” Hall said.
“We lost the most seniors off our defensive
side.”

To name a few, Meola (first-team all-coun-
ty) had 14 sacks and 21 tackles for loss,
Downs (second team all-county) 13 tackles
for loss and Malik Carlton was a second-
team all-county performer at defensive back.

“We went to a new scheme this year,” Hall
said. “We’ll run to the football. We just need
to continue to get better with our assign-
ments. We’re happy so far with the results.”

Freshman Keegan Vaught is the placekick-

er and Faulkerson the punter.
“We’re extremely young,” Hall said. “We

have (8) seniors on the roster. Our entire
backfield is going to be a sophomore starting
backfield. We’re young on our defensive
line. But the program overall — we have 60
kids this year in junior high. We have 27
freshmen right now; we brought our fresh-
man team back. So we’ve done a good job
with that. We’ve got to continue to coach
kids hard and let them know what we expect
out of them, and continue to get better every
day.

“(Getting the players to buy into the new
system last year) wasn’t a problem. Last year
our biggest problem was kids learning how
to finish games. We lost a close one to
Riverside (44-26) in the fourth quarter. We
lost against US (30-20) in the fourth quarter.

“Just knowing how to finish (is the key).

MADISON TOWNSHIP — Madison has
the kind of football program that most
schools would love to have —  perennial
conference and playoff contenders.

The 2013 year was the best to date for the
Blue Streaks, as they made it to the Division
II regional championship game, where they
bowed 40-7 to eventual State runner-up
Glenville.

Along the way, Madison (10-3), Premier
Athletic Conference co-champions with
Riverside at 6-1, avenged their only league
loss by crushing South 42-14 in the regional
quarterfinals before getting past a vaunted
Brecksville-Broadview Heights squad, 22-
21.

Stability in the coaching staff is a key to
Madison’s success. It is led by Tim Willis,
who enters his 15th year as the head coach
after another 10 as an assistant with the pro-
gram.

As his team is about to enter the 2014 cam-
paign, Willis points out that last season’s run
could prove to be a boost to Madison’s 2014
prospects.

“A lot of guys got a lot of extra practice
from (playing) three extra weeks,” he said.
“Now you’re getting 15 extra practices that
most teams aren’t getting. That helps out the
younger kids. It helps. But we start our foot-
ball season in December in the weight room
and conditioning and things like that. We run
a pretty demanding program. Hopefully
every year we’re striving for the same
things; we’re striving to make the playoffs,
win our conference — those type of things.
Hopefully our program is at that point where
not only once in a while, but every year,
we’re in contention. It’s been that way for a
while now. We’ve got a lot of assistant
coaches that work extremely hard, and
they’re very dedicated and loyal to the pro-
gram. Our administrative team backs foot-
ball and backs athletics at Madison, so that
helps. We have a good Gridiron Club (that)
financially helps us out with a lot of things.”

A good number of players are back from
the defensive unit that finished the regular
season with three-consecutive shutouts,
including a 28-0 whitewashing of Riverside
in Week 10 that left the two squads in the
title tie. But there’s also some new to go with
the old.

“Defense is a work in progress,” Willis
said. “We’ve got a lot of returning starters.
We’re a very athletic defense.”

Willis explained that the complexity of the
Blue Streaks’ defense results in the fact that
it takes time for the more inexperienced
players to learn it.

“We have a lot of guys that can move,” he
said. “(We) hope to have it down before (we
face) Chagrin (Falls at home in Week 1).”

All of the starters in Madison’s three-man
front are seniors — lettermen Jack Holl
(end) and Connor Nikses (nose guard), and
Cam Florian (end).  Four lettermen — sen-
iors Matt Atha and Ricky Simcic (2nd team
Division II All-Ohio in 2013) on the inside
and juniors Vince Primer and Nick Brooks

on the outside — start at linebacker. The cor-
nerbacks, junior Nick Law and senior Jarrad
Lasko, are also returning letterwinners.

Sophomore Josh Petruccelli starts at one
safety, while sophomore Isaiah McClure was
the favorite to start at the other as the season
neared.

The reserves include junior nose guard
Zach Defranco, senior nose guard Billy
Glass and junior Brian Delzoppo (end).

On offense, the basic strategy will be the
same as usual. The Blue Streaks normally
look to pound the ball first, but also have
some weapons which enable them to be
quite effective via the air.

With the area’s leading rusher and scorer,
Brandon Davis (1,561 yards, 6.1 yards per

carry, 132 points) having graduated, Nikses
(627 rushing yards, 5.5 yards per carry, 36
points in 2013), Brooks (218 yards in 2013)
and Law will rotate at running back. Simcic
and Atha will play fullback, while junior let-
terman Connor Smith replaces the graduated
Austin Burkholder (1,337 passing yards,
first in the area with 18 touchdown passes in
2013) at the quarterback position.

Perry’s Pirates are all grown

PERRY TOWNSHIP — A year ago, the
Perry Pirates entered the season with tons of
talent, but also tons of youth.

“Not any more,” veteran Perry coach Matt
Rosati said. “They’re men now.”

A cursory look at the current whereabouts
of last year’s lettermen is enough to indicate
the increase in experience that this year’s
version of the Pirates have over last year.
Perry — and keep in mind that this is a
Division IV program — returns 17 of its let-
termen. Only five have departed.

Given that, the Pirates, who were 5-5 with
a 3-4 record in the Chagrin Valley
Conference’s Chagrin Division last year,
hope to improve against strong opponents.
Although they were a perfect 4-0 against
schools that didn’t make the postseason, they
lost 5 of 6 games against those that did.

In the process, they started the season off
with a 22-8 victory over Riverside. Their
five defeats included a narrow 19-15 deci-
sion against Kenston and a 25-15 verdict
against West Geauga.

Ordinarily, the discussion doesn’t begin
with the tight end, but in this case it’s the
logical place for its origin. Luke Farrell (15
catches, 226 yards in 2013) has offers from
Ohio State and Michigan, and has drawn
interest from Notre Dame. It doesn’t get any
bigger than that, and Farrell is only just
about to enter his junior season.

“Luke Farrell is one of the best tight ends
in the country,” Rosati said. “His presence
makes a difference.”

Ryan Kahoun (5.2 yards per carry, 36
points in 2013) and Kyle Kremiller (5.5
yards per carry in 2013), return at quarter-
back and running back respectively. Along
with the graduated Zak Hurd, they formed a
trio of which each member rushed for at
least 645 yards last year. Kahoun added 674
yards via the air.

Sophomore Andy Foley will replace Hurd
as the other running back. Perry rushed for
246.3 yards per game last season, ranking
second in the area to Geneva. However, it
finished last with 69.9 yards passing, and
Rosati would like to see more balance.

Seniors Zach Buescher and Joe Medlen
will start at wideout. On the line, the Pirates
stand to be strong again, with seniors Ryan
Bissett and Jake Vicini at the tackles, seniors
Seth Cales and Brandon Truhn at the guards,

and junior Conner VanDeweel at center.
All of the offensive starters lettered last

year.
“They look pretty good,” Rosati said.

“Zach Buescher is an outstanding receiver as
well. Offensively, we should be a strong
team.”

Not surprisingly given the numbers, Perry
has a lot of experience coming back on
defense as well.

Truhn and Cales are the tackles, and are
surrounded by senior Tom Smogyi and
Farrell (5 sacks, 16.0 tackles for loss in
2013). Kremiller is the middle linebacker,
and is flanked by junior letterman Nick
Lauria (9.5 tackles for loss in 2013) and
sophomore Evan Schenk.

The cornerbacks are senior Brock Hurd
and junior D.J. Aultman. The safeties are

both letterwinners — senior Mike Sorine
and junior Nick Kuhn (4 sacks, 15.0 tackles
for loss in 2013).

“They look pretty good,” Rosati said.
“We’ve had two scrimmages so far — one
against Lake Catholic and one against
Kirtland — and we haven’t given up a touch-
down yet. We think we’re a good defensive
team.”

Lest it be forgotten, Kirtland entered the
season having won two State championships
in three years. The respect that Lake
Catholic’s program has is also well-known.

Kremiller (67 total points in 2013) returns
as the placekicker, while Lauria handles the
punting chores. Senior Jeremy Koch, who is
a wide receiver and defensive back, also let-
tered last year.

“We feel like we’re a pretty good football

team, and we’re confident that we’re going
to be successful,” Rosati said. “Our goal is to
host a playoff game and to compete for a
conference championship.”

A playoff berth would be the first one for
Perry since 2010.

Rosati feels that the main competition for
the league crown will come from “the usual
suspects” — namely Kenston, Aurora, West
Geauga and Chagrin Falls.

The strength of that group is well-known,
and partially accounts for the reason why 5
of the Pirates’ opponents made the playoffs
last year. In fact Aurora has made it to the
postseason nine-straight years, and won a
Division III championship in 2008 and made
it to the Division III State semifinals in 2006

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PYMATUNING VALLEY

ANDOVER TOWNSHIP — The
Pymatuning Valley football team lost four of
its first five games in 2013. It finished on a
stretch — 4-1 — that was the mirror image
of the way it began.

Neal Croston and his staff are doing what-
ever they can to get the Lakers to duplicate
the second half of 2013 as they begin 2014.

“Coming off a 5-5 year, you look at things
your team did well with and keep,” Croston
said. “Things that we did poorly in, we try to
improve on by working on in the offseason
and during camp.”

Avoiding that slow start will be imperative
this season.

“Every year, you want to start off strong,”
Croston said. “Lifting and offseason training
gives you a chance to be ready when Week 1
rolls around.”

With just four home games a year ago, it
was more important than usual to be domi-
nant at Laker Stadium. The Lakers held their
own at home, but fell short of dominant in
splitting those four contests. They’ll look to
improve in that arena this time around.

“You always want to protect your turf,”
Croston said. “Winning at home is always
important.”

The Lakers have to replace 12 seniors from
last year’s team, including Quintin Ratliff,
who accounted for more than half (55.9 per-
cent) of the Lakers’ offensive output a sea-
son ago. 

“We lost a good group of seniors, but I
believe we have four captains in Ryan
Wilkerson, Travis Kiser, Nick Such and
Nick Blascak who will lead our underclass-
men.”

The Lakers have three young men compet-
ing to be the signal caller this season. Kiser,
Blascak and Mitchell Skleres have been bat-
tling it out in camp. 

Kiser played significant time there last
year and threw for 629 yards in completing
57.3 percent of his passes. He threw for five
scores. Skleres led the junior-varsity offense.

Ratliff scored 106 points, ran for 1,270
yards, caught 22 passes for 275 yards and
threw for 320 yards. It will take more than
one player to replace that kind of production.

“Replacing Quintin will be tough, but guys
like Wade Buckley and Keegen Hoopes will
fill the void,” Croston said.

“Our strength is our backfield because we
have four seniors who compete. A weakness
could be our receivers, because many of
them are sophomores or first-year players.”

Such, Wilkerson and Blascak will be the

running backs, but not without a challenge
for a group of youngsters. 

Such was the second-leading rusher on the
team with 483 yards a season ago. Wilkerson
could be a bruiser, having been used in quite
a different role a year ago.

“We moved Ryan Wilkerson back to run-
ning back,” Croston said. “Last year, he
played on the line for us. At 6-feet tall and
245 pounds, he gives us a big back.”

The ground game is integral to the Lakers’
advancement as a team.

“Running the ball can set up a lot things for
your offense,” Croston said. “Good teams
can run the ball even when the other teams
know you are (going to do it).”

Skleres and Hoopes will be the wideouts,
but Croston has a few guys he can alternate
in, depending on which package Croston
needs at the time. 

“We have Mitchell Skleres and Keagan
Hoopes at receiver,” he said. “We also have
two big receivers in Isaac Orahood and
Jeremey Fredrick.”

Those guys will impact the running game
as well as impact the game vertically.

“If you have good blocking receivers, that
can help your running game,” Croston said.
“We also have some players who can stretch
the field and will assist in creating more
room for our running backs.

“We have a nice combination of size and

RIVERSIDE

PAINESVILLE TOWNSHIP — As is
always the case after a new coach takes over,
building a winning football program is a
process.

Despite encountering some unexpected
hurdles, the Riverside Beavers find them-
selves about where they expected heading
into the fifth year under Dave Bors.

In 2013, Riverside (8-3) secured its first
playoff berth under Bors, and tied with
Madison for first place in the Premier
Athletic Conference, ending South’s five-
year reign.

“I remember the first thing we talked
(about) when my staff got the job — I said
this is a three-to-five-year plan,” Bors said.
“And this is Year 5. We didn’t anticipate the
pay-to-participate — the elephant in the
room that we had to deal with — but in spite
of all that, this is still Year 5. We shared the
conference championship last year (and
earned a Division II) playoff spot. I think the
best way to put it is that the expectations are
very clear. And that’s to compete for a con-
ference championship every year and to
compete for a playoff spot, and then hope-
fully make the playoffs and do something
when we get there — not just be satisfied
with just playing 11 games. So it definitely is
big that every year we’ve pretty much gone
forward in this program. 

“And now that we’re approaching Year 5,
every one of these guys we’ve had since 8th
graders who will be seniors. Again, the
expectations are clear. Definitely it’s helped
us to get that experience last year, but these
guys know that just making the playoffs is
not good enough, sharing the conference is
not good enough. So we’re excited to see.
We have a very good schedule and take
nothing for granted, but in terms of looking
forward and having big expectations —
that’s the bottom line.”

The Beavers’ offense really rolled in 2013,
as it scored 32.7 points per game. Included
was a five-game streak of scoring at least 40
points, and eight of tallying at least 26
points.

However, Riverside had some problems on
the other side of the ball, as it surrendered
27.5 points per contest and were last in the
area in total defense (336.0 yards per game)
and rushing defense (125.2).

In fact, its regional quarterfinal loss at
Brecksville-Broadview Heights serves as
somewhat of a microcosm of the season.
While the Beavers put up 35 points, the Bees
scored 53.

The defensive struggles weren’t really
unexpected, given the unit returned only one
starter entering 2013. This year the Beavers
have about half their defensive starters com-
ing back, causing optimism for the prospect
of improvement.

“The defense should be a little more solid
than last (year),” Bors said. “I think that was
one of our weaknesses last year, without
question. Going into last year, we knew it
was going to be s a struggle. Those guys did
a great job, but we only returned one starter
on defense from the year before — which
showed. It took a while to get things going,
and even in our playoff game against
Brecksville we struggled at times defensive-
ly.

“We’re still not thinking we’re going to be

world beaters, but that’s something that’s
definitely been a point of emphasis this off-
season, especially with the way our offense
has played.”

Brett Peters will hold down one defensive
end spot, with Deavonni Temnikar on the
other side. John Suba and London Locklear
are the tackles.

Marcus Jones, Jack Maxwell, Nick
Schoval and Blake Maxwell are the starting
linebackers. The secondary is comprised of
Austin Hess, Cameron Jefferies and Kyron
Ziemak.

All of the defensive starters lettered last
year with the exception of Ziemak. Locklear,
Blake Maxwell and Jefferies are juniors; the
rest are seniors.

Senior lettermen Drew Loehr and Brandon
Horn are reserve linebackers.

Although there is a lot of talent coming
back from last year’s fine offensive unit,
there are some new faces there as well. A
significant change is at quarterback, where
junior Nick Fitzgerald takes the reins from
the graduated Maxx Brubaker (1,182 pass-
ing yards, 56.7 percent completion rate, 14
TD passes in 2013), who holds the school
record for career passing yardage. Fitzgerald
was the temporary starter last year after
Brubaker went down with an injury in the
opener against Perry.

An offensive star who does come back is
Jones (922 rushing yards, 7.0 yards per
carry, 17 receptions for 233 yards, 90 points
in 2013), who is about 600 yards short of the
school’s career rushing record. He will like-
ly share the load with Jefferies (32 points in
2013) and Jack Maxwell.

Junior lettermen John Maczuzak and
Michael Brubaker are new starters at wide-
out, and Peters is the tight end.

ASHTABULA — In 40 years of coaching,
Dom Iarocci has never been in the situation
he finds himself in with the St. John football
team. Back on the sideline after a year away
from the sport following a season in which
he led Edgewood to its first playoff appear-
ance, Iarocci has no returning lettermen. He
has precious few players who know what it’s
like under the Friday night lights. Heck,
even players with extended junior varsity
experience are limited on the Herald’s roster.

None of that matters. Iarocci is happy to
lead the Heralds as they will field a team for
the first time in five years.

“I’m very, very excited to be back coach-
ing,” Iarocci said. “I think one of the most
pertinent things said to me was by (St. John
public address announcer) Keith Corlew. He
said we finally have a program, not just an
assemblage kids. I’m proud of that.

“Working for (St. John president) Sister
(Maureen) Burke and my brother (Nick
Iarocci), the athletic director, and the way
they support the coaches they hire is amaz-
ing. They hire the coaches and let them
coach. Other administrators should pay
attention to that.”

The 2014 season is not about winning and
losing for the Heralds. They’ve simply
scored the greatest victory by suiting up and
taking the field. Iarocci is clear on that point.
He understands it will take time to build the
program and help the Heralds grow.

“Is it going to take time?” Iarooci asked.
“Absolutely. We have five sophomores, a
freshman and four juniors starting on
offense. So yes, it will take time.

“Cleveland Indians manager Terry
Francona said it best when he said the jour-
ney is just as good as the finish.”

That journey has been enjoyable so far for
Iarocci.

“The journey since March when I met the
kids has been good,” he said. “Ultimately, I
hope (the players) get to experience a win or
two or more. It’s about the kids.

“I love the situation at St. John. I love the
coaches. I love the administrators. I love the
kids. They’re very attentive. They give
everything they have every day.”

St. John has the proudest playoff tradition
in Ashtabula County. The latest incarnation
has a place in that tradition, win or lose.

“Obviously, we’ve been educating them
(about the tradition) since the first day,”
Iarocci, himself a St. John graduate, said.
“Football is a sport that unites the past and
present more than any other sport. Sister
Maureen understands that. My brother
understands that. And I certainly understand
that.

“When they take the field, they’re repre-

senting everyone from the past, even though
this is their year. People who may have grad-
uated 10 or 15 years ago pick up the paper
on Saturday morning to see if their school
won Friday night. If it won, they pump up
their chest. If it lost, they’re a little down. St.
John has a great alumni and I think football
unites all of that.”

Iarocci has his own place in that tradition,
first as a player, then as a coach, heading the
program in the 1990s. He knows full well
what being a Herald truly means and is
doing his best to translate that for the current
roster of 19.

“I’m an old guy,” Iarocci said. “The field
we practice on (Massucci) is the field I
played on 50 years ago. That’s when the tra-
dition hit and it continued for a 20-year peri-
od. I’m a guy who has played there, I’m able
to know the alumni and all the players and
try and pass it on to the kids.

“We’ve had alumni in to talk to the kids.
(Assistant coach) Dave Clemens, who
played at Ashtabula, talks about what it was
like to play in the City Series with the kids.
We do that two or three times a week.

“In (Kenny Chesney’s) ‘Boys of Fall’
video, (current New Orleans Saints coach)
Sean Payton was right when he told (the
high school team he coached at the time) that
so many people lived vicariously through

them.”
For a group of players who

have never experienced the
pomp and circumstance of
Friday nights, the 2014 sea-
son will be a process.

“These guys want to be
successful more than any
group I’ve coached,” Iarocci
said. “But it’s like walking
up steps. You have to take
baby steps before you can
walk or run. The kids want
to win and they want to rep-
resent their school. My job is
to get them there.

“More than in anything, in
football the kids symbolize
their head coach. I think
these kids do. I told (my
brother) would not take the
job until I met the kids. I
shook hands with each of
them and looked each one in
the eye. I went right back to
Sister Maureen and said I’d
take the job.

“There’s a lot of heart and
character on this team.”

That process will be a long
one.

“First of all, we have to
teach them to compete,”
Iarocci said. “We do individ-
ual drills every day and we
want them to win those indi-
vidual battles. We want them
competing in every individ-
ual drill. When we get into
team, they compete. They’ll
learn how to compete as a
team if they try to win every
individual battle.

“It may take two weeks or
a year or even a couple of
years. There are always
going to be steps back
before you can take steps
forward.

The amount
of progress we’ve seen the
last two weeks is astronomi-
cal.

“We’re going to come to a
point where it all comes
together — the competing
then winning the individual
drills — then we’re going to
win a game.

“He’s a leader,” Iarocci
said. “Him transferring over
was a godsend. He’s been a
leader from Day 1. He’s the
first one out on the field,
he’s the first one to finish
sprints.

“The first thing is he’s got
to stay healthy and like
everyone else, get better
every day. He’s going to
have to keep his head to be a
leader. I evaluate a leader on
how he leads not when
things are going well, but
how he leads when every-
thing is not going good. On
the field, they are going to
look to him and see how he
reacts when things go bad.

“So far, he’s done every-
thing we’ve asked.”

Mike Leonard will be the
backup.

Dane Gustafson and James
Woods will be the tailbacks
and Leonard the fullback in
Iarocci’s three-back offense.

“Mike is the perfect foot-
ball player for my offense,”
Iarocci said. “He’s a hard-
nosed kid. Woods has speed.
Dane will find the hole and
get four or five yards every

time. All of these kids are
100-percent kids.

“They complement each
other so well. All they want
to do is grow every day.”

Sam McClure will spell
Leonard at fullback and Josh
Williams will be the slot
receiver and backup tailback
and will be the one charged
with stretching the field ver-
tically.

“(Williams) is a good
receiver,” Iarocci said. “He
catches the ball. (Being the
deep threat) is exactly how
he fits in the offense.”

The two tight ends will be
Ron Chambers and Paul
Calloway with Jacob
Emerson, Nate Severino and
Josh Stoll working in.

“Ron is a big kid at 6-foot-
2, 210 pounds. He’s the per-
fect tight end. Paul can real-
ly catch the ball well. Both
of them are good blockers.”

The offensive line is big
and can be tough. The center
will be Max Hammers (5-
10, 200) with Ron Nejbauer
(6-2, 265) and Adam Fedler

(5-8, 210) as the guards.
Vince Ballard (6-3, 240) and
Doug Warren (6-6, 260) will
be the tackles. Mason
Rought (6-4, 350) will get in
at tackle with Joey
Roskovics (5-6, 190) and
Andrew Kaschalk (5-10,
195) versatile enough to
play guard and tackle.

“I’m so impressed with the
toughness of this group,”
Iarocci said. “I could not be
more excited about their
growth potential.”

Rought and Hammers will
be the defensive tackles with
Ballard and Nejbauer the
ends. Roskovics and Warren
will see time at the tackles
and Emerson will play at the
end.

Leonard and Fedler will be
the inside backers with
McClure getting snaps there
while Chambers and
Gustafson will be the out-
side backers with Woods and
Kaschalk working in.

Williams, Calloway and
Severino have been duking
it out for the two corner

spots with Stoll and Woods
filling in. The safety is
Thomas.

Leonard will be the kicker
and punter with McClure
handling the extra points.

“We’ve been emphasizing
kickoffs a lot,” Iarocci said.
“The same for extra points.
We will tell Sam it’s 14-13
and he needs to make the
kick. Zach is the holder and
Max does a nice job snap-
ping the ball. I’m content
going for one.”

Gustafson and Woods will
return kicks with Thomas,
Williams and Calloway
returning punts.

“In my offense, field posi-
tion is paramount,” Iarocci
said. “We emphasize three
and a half yards, three and a
half, three and a half then
move the chains. I told the
punt returners the worst
thing they can do is let a
punt roll.”

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Colucci, the quarterback
who scored 72 points. He
rushed for 888 yards (5.7 per
carry) and completed 54.7
percent of his passes for
1,209 yards and 16 touch-
downs. Despite that, he still
has ways he can grow. 

“Troy needs to be a great
leader, which he has done so
far this year,” Dobran said.
“He has always worked hard
but now he is bringing oth-
ers with him, which is the
sign of a true leader. Troy
wanted to get faster this off-
season and he did. Now, all
through doubles, he has
called many of the plays
himself, helping him to truly
understand the offense and
what I’m looking for.

“Now, he just needs to
understand that the success
of his teammates is going to
make him more successful,
and I think he is just about
there. I can’t blame a player
for wanting the ball in every
key situation.”

Colucci, Alex Rivera and
Justin Meyers will be the
signal callers this year.

“Troy is very well round-
ed, he is still working on his
run reads and carrying out
his fakes,” Dobran said.
“Alex is very good with the
ball in his hands, and is
working on his pass reads,
but he is only a sophomore.
He has made great strides
from last year. Justin is a
junior who throws a very
nice ball. He is a good pock-
et passer and has great
awareness. He is in his first

year of varsity football and
he is still learning the sys-
tem.”

Stephen Gaugh, Justin
Franklin, Cole Walker and
Isaiah Ngiraingas will tote
the pigskin.

“We lost both of our start-
ing backs from last year, so
we are just waiting to see
who is going to really stand
out between these four great
players,” Dobran said. “For
now, there will be a lot of
rotation until one really
stands out and this will
allow them all time to rest.
All four of them start on the
defensive side of the ball.
C.J. (Rice) and R.J. (Nelson)
were always exhausted last
year playing so much both
ways.”

Those backs will be impor-
tant in helping Dobran
establish the offense and
open up the playbook.

“Establishing the run game
is always important,”
Dobran said. “It will help
open up the pass game and
allows us to control the
clock if we want to.”

Alex Gerdes (25 recep-
tions, 522 yards, 20.9 yards
per reception in 2013), Jake
Spees, Justin Myers, and
Marcus Barrickman will be
the outside receivers.
Tommy Manning, Dallis

Burdick, Nick Root and
Alex Rivera are the slots.

“They will help Troy out
immensely,” Dobran said.
“This is by far the best group
of receivers we’ve had since
I’ve been here, also with the
most depth that we’ve had.”

The Spartans receiving
corps was a big part of how
they scored and moved the
ball down the field a year
ago. They hold important
roles in that regard again this
time around.

“They are very important
to the offense,” Dobran said.
“Their blocking is so
extremely important. We
have backs that run every-
where. You never know if
they are going to follow the
hole or improvise, so all the
receivers must hold their
blocks, no matter where they
are on the field.”

That said, they will also
make plays in the vertical
game.

“They also have to run
great routes and catch the
ball,” Dobran said. “This
year they give us big play
potential. Alex Gerdes con-
tinues to turn heads with his
great catches and deceiving
speed. Jake is a basketball
standout, a senior playing
for the first time. He gives us
another deep threat with his

6-foot-4 height, good speed
and great hands.

“Justin and Marcus also
gives us height coming to us
from the basketball team and
both having good ball skills.
All of our inside guys have
good speed and/or quick-
ness, which will allow us to
spread the ball around a lot
this year.”

The receivers can also
move the ball on the ground
and can make defenders
miss in the short passing
game.

“They will have a great
impact in the run game,”
Dobran said. “Tommy
Manning coming to us from
the track team gives a lot of
speed on jet sweeps. For
much of our screen game,
we will get the ball to
Rivera, Burdick, and Root,
which are basically runs.
With all these weapons at
receiver, it should open the
run game up for our backs
even more.”

James Brunning and Josh
Kay will be the tackles, J.J.
Lower and Jacob Daub the
guards and Brian Duris is
the center. Allan Christine,
Bobby Hathy, and Chance
Woodworth are all getting a

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lot of reps trying to crack the starting
lineup.

“It all starts up front,” Dobran siad.
“It is extremely important for these
young men to learn their assignment
and to be very physical. For our offense
to be successful at all, we need our
offensive line to gel and work together.

“We have four experienced starters
and the rest are continuously learning.
The faster the others learn the scheme
the more successful we’ll be. We need
to get our inexperienced linemen to a
spot where they can just play without
thinking.”

Despite giving up 23 points and 300
yards per game a year ago, the Spartans
were better than they had been recent-
ly. The key will be continuing that
growth.

“From previous years, last year’s
group did make great improvements,”
Dobran said. “It may be hard to tell on
paper because of the Geneva and
Gilmour games, two very good teams.
This year we want to continue to
improve our defense. We have more

depth and more speed this year.
Hopefully, our pursuit to the ball will
be as good if not better than last year
and we can always improve our tack-
ling skills.”

The key to that improvement might
be in the ground game.

“Absolutely, we must stop the run
first,” Dobran said. “We are hoping to
find enough defensive linemen to
rotate so that our guys stay fresh, which
has been an issue in the past.”

Getting 11 hats to the ball will also be
important.

“I believe there is nothing more frus-
trating to an offense than 11 guys pur-
suing to the ball with every bit of effort
that they have,” Dobran said. “Sound
team defense (is a key). If one guy
misses an assignment or a tackle, there
is another guy and another to make the
play.”

Brunning, Kay and Lower will start
on the defensive front with Alan
Christine, Daub, Chance Woodworth
and Kyle Curtis rotating in.

Duris and Gaugh will be the inside
linebackers with Colucci, Matt Church
and Justin Mason also getting reps.
Outside will be Walker and Barrickman
with Manning getting reps, also.

“I think they move very well and get

to the ball quick,” Dobran said. “We
have more speed at that position this
year, and some very solid tacklers.”

The cornerbacks are Franklin and
Ngraingas with Gerdes and Myers
being able to step in as backups. At
safety will be Spees who is backed up
by Root, with Rivera at strong safety
backed up by Burdick.

“They need to cause turnovers, a key
ingredient to winning games, and stop-
ping third and long situations, which
we haven’t been good at the past few
years.”

Spees will have the kicking duties
and is backed up by Austin Dale.
Colucci and Spees will be the punters.

Colucci, Manning, Rivera and Isaiah
Ngraingas will return kicks.

“They can be extremely helpful
because of field position,” Dobran said.
“Kickoff returners allow us to start a
drive in good field position. And if we
can just catch the punts, we don’t give
up hidden yardage. Any return after
that is a bonus.”

McLaughlin and Anthony Barger.
Those four guys accounted for 3,301 of
the 3,866 total yards the Warriors had
in 2013. That was 85.4 percent of
Edgewood’s offense last season.   

“We did lose a lot of skill guys, but
I’ve always believed that this offense
makes the stars, the stars don’t make
the offense,” Franke said. “Alex will
have a strong supporting cast of players
around him who are very talented and
although he may want to carry the load
at times, we’re not going to ask him to
do that. We have to believe in the sys-
tem.

“With that being said, Alex has
become a more intelligent football
player. The difference from him last
year and this year is he will be able to
read and diagnosis defensive blitzes
and coverages both before and post
snap, he recognizes fronts and player’s
in the box. With all of the chalk talk
time he’s had we’ve built in some plays
were he has some options as far as what
to do with the football.”    

Marcus Ernst will be the backup
again this season.

“Marcus will be a sophomore and is a

very talented athlete,” Franke said. “He
played JV quarterback last year and did
extremely well, but being 6-foot-7 and
having incredible hands, we thought it
best to put him at wide receiver rather
than not use his athleticism.” 

Alex Sturgill, Mason Lilja and Ian
Katon will tote the mail from the back-
field for the Warriors.

“You can’t replace kids like Riis and
Anthonie, but I would like to believe
that in this offensive system you can
take a player out, plug another in, and
get close to the same output,” Franke
said.

With Wisnyai
getting faster and more durable, we
plan to allow him to run a little more, as
well.”

The receivers can impact the running
game, too.

“Absolutely, and it all stems from our
wide receiver coach, Nick Dalrymple,
working with our receiving corps on
downfield blocking,” Franke said.

Bleil and Tyler Pocatko get-
ting time. 

“Everything starts with the
line, you need them to run,
you need them in order to
pass, you need them to win,”
Franke said. “We have a ton
of size up front this year, of
the five starters, only one is
under 260 pounds. They
spent a lot of time in the
weight room getting
stronger and it’s showed this
preseason. They’re all in
pretty good shape by now, as
well.

“This no-huddle has
allowed us to get 50 plays
into a 20-minute team period
every day and we never took
out our starting line.
They’ve been running as
many plays in 20 minutes
that some teams run on a
Friday night and it’s been
great for getting our line in
condition to play on
Fridays.”

In order for the quicker
offense to work the way
Franke would like, the line
has to come together quick-
ly. 

“In this offense, everything
is going to happen so quick-
ly that it’s very important to
have them gel,” he said. “We
ask a lot of our lineman in a
lot of different ways and we
require them to think quick-
ly, which makes communi-
cation key. The best way to
have that happen is to have
consistency on the line as far
as personnel is concerned.” 

Defensively, it was no
secret the Warriors struggled
in 2013. They gave up more
than 300 yards and 24 points
per contest. It’s an area they
need to grow most entering
2014.

“Definitely, we will have
to make huge improve-
ments,” Franke said. “At the
end of the year, we sat down
and we looked at it like this
— our offense was one of
the best in the county and
defense was toward the bot-
tom, that equals out to be an
average team, which our
record (4-6) indicated.

“So it was pretty obvious,
we had to get better defen-
sively. With that being one
of the goals for this past off-
season, we hired some new
defensive staff members,
such as Ken Parise, Scott
Bland and Collin
Moscorelli, and I’ve already
seen a drastic improvement
from our defense.” 

The Warriors are getting
back to basics to improve
that unit.

“We have to get better fun-
damentally,” Franke said.
“One of the first things our
defensive staff started work-
ing on was our tackling,
especially in the open field,
and then we worked on
being in the correct align-
ment and knowing what
each of our assignments are.

“With working on these
basics every single day,
there has been such a drastic
improvement.” 

Brandon Long and
Johnson will be the defen-
sive ends and Tyler Ernst
and Welton will be the
defensive tackles. Orlik,
Bancroft and Nate Jones will
rotate in. 

The improvement of the

defense will begin with that
unit.

“Our defensive line has a
lot of speed, Michael
Johnson and Tyler Ernst,
although linemen, are two of
the fastest kids on the team,”
Franke said. “We’re hoping
that their play will allow our
linebackers to be freed up
from blocks and make tack-
les.” 

Strugill and David Ellis
will be the middle lineback-
ers with Lilja and Katon on
the outside. Jake Beninato
and Matthew Sessler will
also get time in those spots. 

“Having a three-year let-
terman in Mason Lilja on the
outside definitely helps,”
Franke said. “He’s a 4.0 stu-
dent and plays like it, very
intelligent football player.
Having Alex Sturgill in the
middle is a huge plus, as
well. He recorded 91 tackles
last season as a freshman
and he’s only gotten bigger
and better in the offseason.
He’s playing with an
extreme amount of confi-
dence right now and he
could be an exceptional
defensive talent.” 

Andrew Estock and
Newsome will be at the cor-
ners, as well as Danny
Joslin. Knox will be at safe-
ty and Marcus Ernst can line
up as a corner or safety. 

“Andrew Estock has been
the most improved player
from last season,” Franke
said. “He’s played extremely
well all summer long against
some top talent in our 7-on-
7s. Alex Newsome is a sea-
soned veteran who can cover
really well, but we also have
two really tall guys at safety,
which should make it rather
difficult to throw over top on
us this season.” 

Breyton Santee will return

as the kicker this season and
Garrick Butler will be the
punter with Wisnyai back
there, as well.

“Special teams is a very
important part of the game,
it could make or break you,”
Franke said. “Because of
this and the problems from
last year, I’ve taken full con-
trol of the special teams this
season in hopes that it will
correct a lot of the things

from the previous season.” 
Lilja, Newsome and Joslin

will be the return men.
“They can have a big

impact on the game,” Franke
said. “The goal for our kick
returners is to get to the 40-
yard line. We feel that if we
can start a drive on the 40,
the odds of scoring increase
exponentially.”

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The passing game isn’t the
only place the receivers can
make a mark.

“In our system, our
receivers run the ball quite a
bit,” Glavickas said. “They
are hybrid receivers/running
backs. But we have placed a
lot of emphasis on them
being able to block for us.”

Most importantly, howev-
er, is the ability to make
plays through the air.

“I think with this group we
are going to be able to make
some big plays,” Glavickas
said. “Big plays are devas-
tating to a defense. Last
year, we had Jason Hart to
make big plays. We expect
some big plays out of these
guys.”

Up front will be center
Austin Eubanks, guards
Zack Randell, and Kaleb
Mathis and tackles Mickey
Stepp and Nick Watson.
Lucas Quadros moved down
to tackle from tight end and
will be in the mix on the
line.

“As any coach would say,
you live and die with your
offensive line,” Glavickas
said. “When they are in
sync, the sky’s the limit.
Seeing as our quarterback is
going to be a little green, we
need to protect him and let
him build up confidence.

“It is so important for them
to gel right away. It doesn’t
matter what our skill guys
can do if you do not have an
offensive line. I felt our line
play has improved from
where we were at the first
scrimmage last year. All I
ask from the kids is to
improve each day. If they
keep doing that, we should
be in a good place.”

Moving the ball and scor-
ing points is important, but
limiting other teams is
essential as the Mustangs
allowed an average of 30
points per game in 2013.
Lowering that number in
2014 will be central to
whether or not Grand Valley
will again contend for a
Northeastern Conference
title.

“We did give up a bunch of
points. The majority of them
were in our first six games,”
Glavickas said. “I did think
we improved as the season
went on. We have really
been working on getting to
the ball. Another area that
we thought we were poor in
was in our ability to tackle.
This has been a point of
emphasis for us this offsea-
son.”

Glavickas has a quick
answer for how to change
that. He also understands it’s
not as simple as it appears.

“Don’t let them score,” he
said. “I wish it was that easy,
but we have to do a better
job of stopping the big play.

Playing the whole series
instead of taking plays off
(is important). That’s offen-
sively and defensively.”

The defensive tackles are
Randell and Mathis. John
Martin and Austin Mathis
have been emerging at those
positions, as well. The ends
are Moodt and Oscar.
Quadros, Stepp and Jarod
Simpkins have been fighting
for time.

“They can have a great
impact if they just do their
jobs,” Glavickas said.

It takes a very
unselfish player to truly be a
good defensive lineman. If
they do their jobs, our line-
backers make plays.”
Those linebackers will be
Nick Watson, Rhoads, Tyler
Davis, Kocab, Freeman and
Eubanks.

“I think the strengths of
our linebackers will be their
ability to get to the ball,”
Glavickas said. “They seem
to be quicker than in years
past but only time and live
action will tell.”

The defensive backfield
will be a bit green, but capa-
ble of delivering.

“Our DBs as of now are
corners Austyn Spoon and
Nick Sundman,” Glavickas
said. “These guys are
backed up by Alexander
White and Bobby Krystosik.
Our safeties are led by Matt
Larned, Colt Yox, and Jake
Reichek.

“I feel all of our guys can
make plays back there.
Coach (Clint) Nims, our
defensive coordinator, is
really excited about all of
them.”

The kicker is Logan Sines
and Oscar will do the punt-
ing. The return men will be
Yox and Rhoads. Sundman
might see some action
returning punts.

The Mustangs struggled in
the kicking game in 2013.
Sines will be charged with
improvement in that area.

“(To say) our kicking
game was a problem at
times was an understate-
ment,” Glavickas said. “For
the past two years we have
had some problems kicking
extra points. Logan has been
doing a great job so far. I
guess we will have to wait
until live action occurs.”

More important than extra
points and how the ball is
kicked off is avoiding big
plays on those kicks and
punts.

“I do not think there is a
more demoralizing feeling
than when a team returns a
kickoff against you. We feel
we have a couple kids that
are going to give us that
opportunity. I don’t think
you can help an offensive
unit anymore.”
